
The Stone Was Rolled Away!

On the first day of the week, very 
early in the morning, the women took 
the spices they had prepared and went 
to the tomb. They found the stone 
rolled away from the tomb, but when 
they entered, they did not find the 
body of the Lord Jesus. While they 
were wondering about this, suddenly 
two men in clothes that gleamed like 
lightening stood beside them. In their 
fright the women bowed their faces to 
the ground, but the men said to them, ÒWhy do you look for the living 
among the dead? He is not here; He is risen! Remember how he told 
you, while He was still with you in Galilee: ÔThe Son of Man must be 
delivered into the hands of sinful men, be crucified and on the third day 
be raised again.ÕÓ Then they remembered His words. - Luke 24:2

Our Redeemer lives! The tomb didn’t stay sealed. The power of death was 
no match for the power of God! No other god or religion can compare to His 
great love, mercy or power! There is no God like our God! We have a Savior 
who came from Heaven and lived as one of us on Earth.  He is God made 
flesh, perfect and sinless. He knew that we were hopelessly separated from 
God because of our sin, so he came and died in our place. He took our 
punishment for us. He endured what we deserved. The last couple of weeks 
we have been talking about these things, and about God’s great compassion 
and mercy. He died, but He didn’t stay in the grave.  He got up! When His 
grave stone was rolled away, our stone was rolled away too! We are no 
longer trapped by sin and death. 



Romans 8:11 says: ÒBut if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the 
dead dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give 
life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.Ó

If God raised Jesus from the dead, and causes our spirits to come back from 
the dead too, He can do anything! Sometimes we see our fears and troubles 
as being bigger than God. They are like huge mountains looming large in our 
path. Things can look impossible and hopeless. This Easter is a good time to 
remind ourselves, and the devil, that our God, whom we serve and belong to, 
is greater than anything or anyone in the universe, on Earth, in Heaven or in 
Hell. I heard a preacher say years ago that we need to have a Bible sized 
God and a Bible sized devil!  So true.

1 John 4:4 says: ÒYou are of God, little children, and have overcome 
them because He who is in you is greater than He who is in the world.Ó

Have faith in God and his resurrection power. Jesus said in Matthew 17:20 
that if we have faith that is only the size of a mustard seed, we can tell a 
mountain to move and it will move! The stone was rolled away so we can 
move mountains!
